Resolution:

Whereas on August 5, 2005 the federal, provincial and territorial Ministers responsible for Sport, Physical Activity and Recreation identified sport and recreation infrastructure as their number one priority during their annual conference in Regina .

Whereas the Minister directed officials to develop by November 30, 2005, the parameters of a long term national approach dedicated to sport and recreation infrastructure based on information shared between jurisdictions and to be implemented bilaterally between the Provincial Territorial Governments and the Government of Canada.
Whereas in Nova Scotia recreational infrastructure is aging and improved infrastructure will advance recreation, sport and physical activity in communities across the Nova Scotia while addressing critical health challenges and strengthens communities.

Therefore be it resolved that Recreation Nova Scotia support efforts to create a federal infrastructure program and communicates to decision makers and stakeholders that green space and other spaces such as fitness and dance facilities should be included in the definition of infrastructure; that the infrastructure program include opportunities for new facilities and renewal of old facilities; that while we are anxious to have an infrastructure program, we believe that before final criteria are set the ministers and officials should consult with experts and interested parties in the recreation sector; and that the program  include a balance in the funding between sport and recreation facilities and needs.
